	9. Brief summary of the mission:

The main purpose of this mission was to present the results of the Regional Joint Initiative by WOCAN, USAID/LEAF and UN-REDD at this Forest Dialogue on women’s inclusion in landscape management in Asia, and also to support WOCAN and TFD by facilitating breakout group discussions. 

The key objective was to coordinate with the existing and potential partners to secure necessary resources to continue and expand the work of the Regional Joint Initiative. 

This Dialogue was attended by individuals from countries including Cambodia, Indonesia, Malaysia, Myanmar, Nepal, the Philippines, and Viet Nam and development partner institutions including USAID, GIZ, FSC, SIDA, WWF, RECOFTC, UNCDF and AIPP. 

10. Findings/Recommendations:

The participants identified and agreed on the need for the following support items to be provided at the regional level in order to make significant progress in the subject area: 

· Establishment of a landscape management consortium in Asia, linking to TFD’s global consortium efforts, to seek solutions across Asia for addressing issues that arise from the conceptual disconnect between production and consumption in landscape management discourses;

· Development of a one-stop-shop approach to offer countries easy access to a range of expertise and knowledge on addressing gender and women’s empowerment related issues through efforts to promote landscape level management of natural resources; and

· Need for increased knowledge sharing opportunities and a mechanism for monitoring of progress. 

These items were also identified by the countries during the regional meeting earlier this year hosted by the Regional Joint Initiative.   USAID RDMA and FSC showed strong interest in working with the Joint Initiative, and further discussions with them bilaterally will take place later. 
FSC is planning to launch its gender strategy and standards next year.
