-Throughout the “internal” GAIN meeting there were good and concrete examples of AC work and results at output/ outcome level – such as “open government” but not directly relevant to REDD+ work. 
- GAIN meeting was also a meeting looking at its future role/ mandate with a mid-term review on the table and no ear-marked funding from UNDP core funding as previously – so some of the discussions stood out as too internal for me
- Surprising that both GAIN meeting and IACC focused on the importance of AC rather than results achieved, concrete results and what works/ does not work

- Good/ interesting panel discussion on technology and also film making/ documentary as a way to put sensitive information on the table and create global awareness 
- IACC has a very wide agenda, and although good for network we should more strategically assess our participation the next time around and even consider making more visible contributions if we do (such as plenary or parallel track presentations or a side-event prior to the conference itself)
