	9. Brief summary of the mission 
1. The overall objective of the legal preparedness workshop was to unpack what constitutes legal preparedness and present the type of support offered by the UN-REDD Programme and partners. A number of key country representatives attended (Mme Thoa of Viet Nam, Mr. Kasaro of Zambia, Mr Boundzanga of Congo)
2. The side event on 27 September - that also marked the launch of “Green Carbon, Black Trade” - was organized to showcase the complementary role of prevention and enforcement for illegal cases – and corruption – in REDD+. Approximately 30 people attended the event, including a government representative from PNG. 
3. Bilateral discussions with Aya de Leon (Ateneo Gool of Government) and FAO (Emelyne Cheney) on the targeted support underway in the Philippines and with DRC’s National Coordination (Cleo Mashini)
4. Bilateral discussions with Project LEAF (Christian Nellemann of UNEP and Davyth Stewart of Interpol) on future collaboration
9.a Findings
Workshops and events
1. Interesting initial discussion on legal preparedness
· A high focus on the need to clarify carbon rights from carbon ownership with countries’ diverging takes on this. 

· Very little work done so far on linking anti- corruption/transparency/access to information regulations and REDD+ legal frameworks. The draft executive summaries of UNDP’s Freedom of information study was tabled for feedback
· Low initial awareness on the role of parliaments in REDD+, with Globe actively positioning to play a similar role of support to parliaments and interested in exchanging information regarding their work in DRC (could not meet at COFO for reasons of illness)
· Interesting presentation by IDLO on what the Cancun agreements mean in terms of the law

2. Side event on 27 September highlighted 

· Criminal risks in the forest sector that can undermine REDD+ , and the part that curbing illegal logging and the corruption that facilitates it will play in making REDD+ a success

· the role of legal enforcement and preventive actions

· country’s examples, emphasizing the key role of the media in publicizing arrests in Brazil
· questions revolved around how to “catch the big fish” and the role of cooperation for intelligence gathering, including with anti-corrupton commissions. 

Bilateral meetings : 

· DRC

· DRC engaged with Globe, but highly unaware of UNDP’s parliamentary work in DRC

· Philippines: 
· Agreed that Ateneo School of Government would produce a consolidated workplan that includes targeted support activities funded by FAO and UNDP under UN-REDD

· Agreement that sharing information via the worksapce and monthly calls to share information between AsOG, FAO and UNDP sufficient

· Project LEAF

· Agreement on producing a short concept note on collaboration between UN-REDD and project LEAF, higlihgting 1) assessment of capacity needs (including through PGAs and REDD Corruption Risk Assessments) 2)trainings, including with Interpol developing modules when UN-REDD organizes broader events, at regional level and as appropriate 3)joint outreach 9flyers, publications, articles etc) 4) intelligence sharing. 

· Agreement on joint informal communications to Norway

9.b Results achieved (key outputs)
1. UN-REDD now seen as partnersing strategically with relevant actors on enforcement aspects

2. Collaborations strengthened with Project LEAF
3. Large echo in the media following the release of the “Green carbon Black trade” publication, in which UN-REDD contributed a text box on anti-corruption
9.c Expected outcomes and impacts
Norway sees its financing of Project LEAF and UN-REDD as strategic and complementary, with the sum bigger than its part.
