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Overview

· The Asia Indigenous Peoples Pact (AIPP) started its programme on REDD+ in 2009 in partnership with 5 countries (Thailand, Indonesia, Nepal, Viet Nam, and Lao) and are hoping to expand this work to Cambodia and Myanmar. 
· Under this programme of work, AIPP held a “Regional Training of Trainers on Advocacy of Free, Prior and Informed Consent (FPIC) in REDD+” between 26-29 October 2011 at the Nha Khach Quoc hoi–National Assembly’s Guest House, Vietnam, Hanoi. This workshop was attended by 20 indigenous peoples (IP) representatives from the following countries: Thailand, Indonesia, Nepal, Viet Nam, Lao and Cambodia. 

· This workshop was a follow up to the FPIC Writeshop of AIPP Climate Change and REDD+ Partnership Programme which was held between January 29-1 February 2011 in Vientiane, Laos. During this initial Writeshop a draft version of a training manual on Advocacy of FPIC was developed. 
· The purpose of the Hanoi workshop was to provide training to IPs in the Asian region as well as collect inputs in order to refine this manual. This manual on FPIC is part of a series of training material that AIPP are developing on REDD+. The key purpose of this specifc piece of work is to increase the capacity of IPs to advocate for FPIC and, in the spirit of full and effective participation, to ensure that IP perspectives and views are mainstreamed into evolving definitions of FPIC for REDD+.
· The UN-REDD Programme was represented by Gaya Sriskanthan, UN-REDD Global Programme, and Akane Hanai, UNV Program Specialist, UN-REDD Viet Nam Programme. 

· The UN-REDD Programme was invited to present an update on the UN-REDD Programme FPIC Guidelines which was given by Gaya Sriskanthan.
Key conclusions and outcomes:

· There was a high level of appreciation for UN-REDD’s efforts to promote FPIC, but there was mutual interest in understanding and resolving (where possible) the differences in content on some key issues:
· The UN-REDD Programme currently leaves the right to FPIC open to other forest dependent communities (to be specified at country-level), while AIPP limit the right to FPIC to IPs (who may be referred to as tribals or ethnic minorities depending on the country context) and feel that the rights of local communities, as elaborated in separate legal instruments, should also be observed but not confused with the special rights of IPs – note that AIPP are also developing guidance on what to do in the case of communities with mixed ethnicities; and
· AIPP interpret that FPIC should be sought from duly select representatives from multiple communities/representative bodies on the REDD+ National Strategy while the UN-REDD Programme have a validation process including all stakeholders and do not see this activity as seeking FPIC.
· AIPP emphasised the importance of FPIC, where appropriate, in the readiness phase, noting that terms and conditions for the long term were already being determined in advance of the implementation phase.
· The manual will be finalised in the coming months for wider release.
