	9. Brief summary of the mission 
· The purpose of the Dialogue was to allow IP representatives from Africa to: Reach a better understanding of FCPF; Discuss implementation of Cancun; Discuss views and concerns regarding the Multiple Delivery Partner (MDP) modality, particularly with regards to safeguards; Discuss the FCPF carbon fund; Agree on future mechanisms, processes and funding for IP engagement with the FCPF; Discuss the ongoing process to review the World Bank’s Operational Policies. 

· The UNDP was invited to represent the UN-REDD Programme’s work on IP related issues and to discuss issues related to the UNDP’s role as a delivery partner to the FCPF.

· Out of session discussions were also held on country-level issues and opportunities for the UN-REDD Programme and FCPF to collaborate on supporting IP related issues in countries. 

9.a Findings
· The UN-REDD Programme’s work towards developing FPIC Guidelines was well received, with participants expressing support and appreciation for this work. Some participants emphasised the need to effectively resolve issues raised in the public comment process (e.g., clarifying who FPIC extends to and how the FPIC process can be elaborated).
· There is considerable interest in understanding more about UNDP’s work towards developing an accountability mechanism and therefore demand for consultative processes on this body of work. 
· There is a demand for activities to disseminate information on and sensitise IP stakeholders to the UN-REDD Programme’s work on addressing and respecting safeguards.
· Side meeting with FCPF on supporting IP engagement: Disscussed with FCPF the need to support the uptake of the joint FCPF/UN-REDD stakeholder engagement and agreed to discuss further with the UN-REDD SE team and regional colleagues. 

· The UN Indigenous Peoples Programme is carrying out relevant activities to support the implementation of ILO 169 in Congo-Brazzaville and CAR that could have potential synergies 
· Side meeting on Central African Republic (CAR): Met with Benoit Bosquet and Jorge Rodas (FCPF), Jerome Sitamon (Maison de l’Enfant et de la Femme Pygmées, CAR) and Albert Barume (ILO). CAR has recently ratified ILO 169 which entails stronger provisions for the rights of IPs in the country and the R-PP needs to be updated to reflect legislative issues related to these changes. Additionally CAR is currently revising both its Fauna Law and Tenure Code and the involvement of IPs in the legal revision process is very important, particularly given legal changes with the ratification of ILO 169. Jerome Sitamon requested that the UNDP should alert the CAR Country Office to these issues.
· Government representative and IP representative from Tanzania brought up issues regarding the implementation of UN-REDD Programme in Tanzania and concerns raise in the recent Mid-Term Evaluation.

9.b Results achieved (key outputs)

· A draft action plan was presented outlining steps that could be taken to improve the consideration of IP issues by the World Bank with the following key components :
· Capacity building

· Request for review of tenure systems and mapping of lands

· Request for training and disseminate simplified information on safeguard policies of the WB and other international agencies implementing REDD+ 

· Participation in the review of the World Bank’s Safeguard Policy, in particular OP 4.10 on Indigenous Peoples

· Request that non-carbon values reflected in pricing of carbon under the Carbon Fund

· Collaboration between the FCPF and UN-REDD Programme on Stakeholder Engagement was strengthened and discussions regarding the potential for joint activities initiated.

· The UN-REDD Programme was able to share information and progress in its work with IP stakeholders in the region as well as other key partners (e.g., ILO, represented CSOs).

9.c Expected outcomes and impacts

· Increased IP stakeholder confidence and engagement with the UN-REDD Programme 

· Strengthened relationships between UN-REDD Programme and FCPF

· Development of new activities in response to: i) requests from IP stakeholders for information on UN-REDD Programme safeguard policies; ii) discussions on follow up activities to be carried out in collaboration with FCPF; iii) areas of potential collaboration with ILO on UNIPP project activities.
