Agenda

1. UNEP comms updates
· Working to finalize En text for their second Policy Brief on multiple benefits in time to launch it at REDD+ at CBD COP. Proofreading and layout would take place next week, and be sent with UNEP FI colleagues leaving on 12 October for Hyderabad.
· REDD+ Day is happening on 16 Oct, with a focus on biodiversity. A press release is planned for the launch of PB and Little Forest Finance Book, and there will be a high-level session during the lunch on REDD+ Day.
· UNEP WCMC is currently developing a revisited document template and new website section on all multiple benefits toolkit resources. WCMC is in contact with the Secretariat on both initiatives to ensure consistent branding etc.
· On 5 Nov, a "Forest and Green Economy" workshop will be held in Kenya, where a report on socio-economic impact of forests will be launched. The UN-REDD logo will be on that report, but the report is not fully branded UN-REDD. Julie will share this report with the group before it's disseminated.
2. UNDP comms update
· UNDP's Policy Brief topic and recommendations have been cleared by FAO and UNEP, and authors are now writing, aiming to submit text to the Secretariat by 15 October. Secretariat flagged the need to discuss this submission date, as that is exactly around the time the October newsletter is going out and travels begin to PB9. Also, given the topic, CEWG also flagged the need for this particular PB to be circulated in the safeguards working group, not for clearance but for inputs. 
· Estelle is leading the finalization of a Freedom of Information report, which will be inserted into the updated UN-REDD branded document template.  
· Nicki will share UNDP's clearance and quality assurance process with the group, as it has good easy templates we can model for our own purposes. 
3. FAO comms update
· Finalizing 10-min video on DRC web portal on GIS. FAO is looking to launch this at PB9, but the group discussed the fact that it is likely too late to arrange for this at this stage. 

· FAO is finalizing a land tenure document which will be a branded UN-REDD document, aiming to have that laid out and translated for COP18. 
· Re: FAO's Policy Brief, it is likely too late to have this ready in time for launch at PB9. Denise will get back to the group with an update on this and alternative launch plans.
4. Updates on events:
a. Feedback on COFO: delegations were reduced this year compared to previous COFO sessions, which affected turn out and opportunities to distribute any significant quantities of UN-REDD publications. For next COFO, we will need to properly assess what degree of engagement is worthwhile.
b. CBD COP11: In addition to the new Policy Brief on multiple benefits, Julie is sending various UN-REDD publications with Tim Christophersen, including the 2011 YIR, Success Stories, Green Economy Policy Brief. The group agreed it was best to not distribute the Green Economy Policy Brief on the REDD+ Day, if the new PB on multiple benefits will be featured. 
c. PB9: Launch of Africa LL booklet in EN, FR and SP, as well as three initial Success stories in EN, FR and SP. 
d. COP18: All three agencies are likely to have very small delegations to the COP and it's still unknown whether or not anyone from the CEWG will go to COP18. Secretariat asked group members to start soliciting internal feedback for a focus/direction for a side event at COP18. Group agreed we need to focus on securing dynamic, high-level speakers. Secretariat flagged that if we can't secure good speakers, and can't get the right internal people on delegations to execute the event properly, we should consider not doing these events. Re: request from UN Women to partner in our side event, group decided it's too premature to respond to this request, as we still don't have our thinking solidified on this. Francesca will be supporting governance frameworks for REDD+-- Globe and FAO.
e. FD6: CIFOR has confirmed that UN-REDD can have a booth at Forest Day6 and Secretariat will coordinate on this, as well as having CDs or USB keys produced for circulation there as well. UNEP is planning a discussion forum on REDD+ and the financing gap (Iain from UNEP FI is leading on that). Susan Bratts and Maria Sanz from FAO will participate in a discussion forum on NFMS for REDD+ Phase II. 
5. Secretariat updates
a. Lessons Learned booklets: Fernando in LAC has submitted an initial draft to Nicki and Cheryl who both agree it needs work before submitting to the CEWG for comment. The Africa LL booklet will be launched at PB9 in EN, FR and SP.
b. Success stories: First three Success stories (PGA in Indonesia, NFMS in Zambia and Safeguards in DRC) have been approved and laid out in EN. Secretariat is working to having these three translated, laid out and available at PB9. Initial feedback is that the SS on Socio Bosque in Ecuador proposed by UNEP does not fit the series, due to the fact that UN-REDD had no real involvement in that program. Julie will take this feedback back to her colleagues. 
c. Document template: Is now ready and already used to layout the SG's recent Management Note to donors. 
d. Website: New, comprehensive AP section is now finalized. Secretariat is liaising with legal department at UNEP to issue a cease and desist letter to the website un-redd.com, which is in copyright violation of un-redd.org.
e. Workspace- Nicki is nearly through the long list of changes we generated at our face-to-face meeting at the beginning of the year. Among the latest new features is the ability to now cross post announcements on multiple pages (front page, country pages etc); and a delete button has been added to the calendar; some glitches have been fixed on the discussion forum. 
6. AOB
- Some group members have received feedback that perhaps "Policy Brief" is no longer a suitable title for our series. The group agreed to wait until each agency had produced at least one PB before the series title is revisited.
