1. Agency comms updates

​FAO

· Working on a demonstration video of DRC's web portal. Aiming to showcase this at PB9 and COP18.
· Working on a publication on land regularization and the opportunities for REDD+, experiences with IPs. First draft will be circulated mid-September. 
· Also working on land tenure and voluntary guidelines, for launch at COP18

· Success stories are being developed, aiming to have one or two uploaded by end of week

· Policy brief won't be ready for COFO. Maybe for PB9. 
UNEP

· Moving forward with their second Policy Brief, for launch at CBD COP and PB9

· Success stories… one done, more to come next week. Aiming to have first batch ready for Oslo meeting at the beginning of October. 
· UNEP is collaborating on the "Little Forest Finance book" with GCP, and providing funding for translation and editing through the SNA-GP.  Aiming to launch it at CBD COP.
· UNEP is also developing some short films, looking at green economy. They will run about 6 mins. Aiming to be ready for COP18.
· Also developing three shorter films narrowing in on DRC, Indonesia, the LAC region. Also for launch at COP18.

· Re: Success stories, working on one looking at REDD+ governance in Indonesia, and FPIC in Honduras.
· Re: Policy Brief, considering one on safeguards and SIS that would capture current state of work and thinking in-country. Nicki to distribute concept note next week for approval. 

· UNDP is looking at developing an e-discussion on local governance and anti-corruption in REDD+. Nicki to forward concept note on this. Goal is to gather lessons learned and develop a policy brief on this for early 2013. UNDP is still exploring/deciding on platform for the discussion.

2. Events: Overview and discussion of our plans at COFO, CBD COP10, PB9 and COP18 
COFO

· Revised side event concept note focusing on achievements and success stories endorsed by all three agencies. Reem will double check with senior management on use of the term "success". Agreement that we should have high level agency involvement at the side event… ADG at FAO or DDG at FAO, and invite donors. Advance EN copies of the Africa lessons learned booklet will be distributed at side event.

· Re: UN-REDD booth, we will distribute advance EN copies of the Africa lessons learned booklet, along with 2011 YIR, Fast-Facts flyer, and AP LL booklets.
· Speakers: Zambia REDD coordinator who might be coming, as potential panelist, showcasing NFMS there. 

· Paraguay has side event next day.

· Green Carbon Black Trade book launched will also happen at COFO; Estelle working with them on launch and side event.

· Reem will send email with full range of events 

· FYI- old UN-REDD side event title is still on COFO site. Reem will follow up to get this updated.
CBD COP11
