UN-REDD Programme “Brief” series – including Information Briefs, Policy Briefs and Technical Briefs
Series Description and Objectives 
The "Briefs" series contribute to REDD+ capacity development by providing: i.) basic level information on key REDD+ issues (Information Briefs), ii.) substantive policy related thinking and content (Policy Briefs), and iii.) information on specific REDD+ technical issues  (Technical Briefs).
Each brief is 2,000-2700 words and includes key information and messaging relevant to the topic. 
Contents is based primarily on the lessons and experiences emerging from the Programme's work areas and partner countries, and needs identified by UN-REDD Programme partner countries. They can also cover REDD+ issues in which the Programme might not yet be actively working provided that there is direct and clear relevance to the UN-REDD Programme 2016-2020 Strategic Framework.  
The author(s) and/or editor's names may be identified at the end of the brief under the acknowledgments. 
The objective of the UN-REDD Programme “Brief” series is to reinforce the Programme’s position as a key multilateral REDD+ initiative that provides concise and relevant information on REDD+ and related issues to key stakeholders. 
Target Audiences

Target audiences for these policy briefs are generally:

· REDD+ government officials, policy makers

· UN-REDD Programme partner countries, members of our governing bodies

· Academia/REDD+ experts

· Indigenous and civil society organizations
Each type of brief targets varying audiences as per:

· Information Brief: General REDD+ audiences with a basic knowledge of REDD+ concepts.

· Policy Brief: Audience "in the know" on REDD+ issues, with a focus on policy decision-makers and those impacted by policy decisions (e.g. indigenous peoples).

· Technical Brief: Audience with a certain level of knowledge on a particular REDD+ topic. It provides more advanced knowledge on a key technical topic.

Development Process

Briefs are developed by technical teams (e.g. Safeguards group) with the support of the relevant lead UN agency (e.g. for Safeguards this is UNEP). Agencies will designate an editor who will be responsible for the content production of each brief (including graphics and photos) from beginning to end. The editor can either author the brief him/herself or work with author(s) to produce the brief.   Authors should be technical experts on the topics they propose to write about. The “Information Workflow Process” should be followed to ensure coordination and consistent messaging across all three collaborating UN agencies.
Writing Style & Tone:
The style of writing should be academic, but clear and concise, devoid of jargon and overuse of acronyms. These briefs will use parenthetical referencing (Harvard referencing), in which partial citations (Smith 2010, p. 1) are enclosed within round brackets and embedded in the text, either within or after a sentence, as opposed to using footnotes. 

Layout, printing and distribution: 

Layout is done by the relevant agency using the approved template (available on the Workspace). Translation and printing is also paid for and coordinated by the agency.  E-promotion across the Programme’s social media channels is coordinated by the Secretariat. 
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
