To all participants of the Workshop “Opportunity Costs of REDD+” in Arusha, Tanzania (22-25 November, 2010)

Please collect and bring along (existing) information (in Excel format or ASCII format) for 4-7 different land use systems (LUS) from your country. These LUS should include:

· 1-2 forest LUS (e.g. secondary regrown forest 20-40 years old, slightly exploited old-growth forest)
· 1-2 pasture/grassland LUS (e.g. natural or low-productivity pasture with scatted trees, sown intensive pasture), and 
· 2-3 agricultural crop LUS (e.g. maize/rice fields, banana plantation), which can include shifting cultivation or agroforestry systems (like pasture with scattered trees). 
For these LUS, please provide the following information: 
1) The annual profit or net revenue (income minus costs) per hectare. Required cost information includes establishment and production/harvest costs. This profit estimate should be based on a number of case studies of output prices, harvest yields, and input costs (labor, seeds, fertilizers, etc.). For annual agricultural crops, a whole production cycle is usually within one year; for perennial systems (such as banana, agroforestry of timber production) establishment and production phase is over several years. Therefore, if possible, please bring some examples of the underlying cash flow analysis.
2) The average carbon stock per hectare calculated over the life cycle of the LUS. If you only have carbon stock measurements (or estimates based on default values) for a number of distinct years, bring these along to interpolate and calculate the average value. Please bring descriptions what carbon pools have been included and how the measurements were taken.
Please also bring along:
3) Descriptions over how much area (ha or km2) these LUS are distributed in your country; and information regarding the drivers of land use change (including deforestation). If possible bring along land use change data available (time series data) in GIS and or Excel format for various land uses for either part of or the entire country, including any specific land use classification  / legend that is officially used in the country and/or mostly used by practitioners and scientists.
4) A classification of LUS for your country. These may be from national land use planning efforts or part of a National Biodiversity Strategy and Action Plan (NBSAP) or National Action Plan for Climate Change (NAPCC).
This information is a necessary input for the workshop group work and is therefore requested. To retrieve it, you may coordinate with the other invited colleague(s) from your country. The collection of as much information as possible is encouraged. Practice analyses with information reflecting your country's condition will help generate relevant results and opportunities for discussion. If complete information is not available, some default values can be used (then please indicate this).
