1) Gathered more information about the planned Interpol- GIZ trainings for law enforcement on corruption and forest crimes

3) Advised orientation for country selection for the trainings
9.a Findings 
· Purpose of Interpol training : : directed at Law Enforcement officers (forest front line officers, customs); Anti Corruption and financial investigators, these trainings would be on how to share information, build network, improve cross border communications. The first of such training at the regional level was in Senegal last year: the next one in Kl, Malysia (Co-hosted by Malaysia ACC and academy) will involve 9 countries; it is the first time that Anti corruption bodies and Law enforcement are brought together on forest crimes issues. 
· Transparency International, UNDOC, Interpol have few(er) activities in LAC on forest governance/crimes than other regions
· TI’s Advocacy and Legal Advice Centres (ALAC) have started to do outreach on Natural Resources and forest specifically in Guatemala, Peru, Bangladesh, Maldives, Malaysia, PNG, Cameroon, Ghana, Kenya, Madagascar, Zambia, Zimbabwe. Could be of interest to link up with FGRM. 
· The U4 “ REDD+ Integrity project” has come to an end due to non-renewal of the Norad grant. However, CMI will play a role in the NICFI evaluation. 

· Existing materials (U4 training on corruption in NR, TI manual on corruption in the forest sector, UN-REDD’s guidance) can be of some help to Interpol, but do not target law enforcement. 
· There is a lot of sensitivity from interpol in sharing detailed materials, related to concerns that organized crime becomes aware of the level of training , knowledge and skills of law enforcement officers.  

· Corruption issues in law enforcement a sensitive issue for Interpol – vetting process still relies on information from the National Cenrtal bureaux, i.e the national of LE forces. 

9.b Results achieved (key outputs)
· Offered inputs into methodology, advice on which countries to focus on (as a result Madagascar could be considered a strategic country for targeted trainings), key contacts.
