FECOFUN strives 

for the community forestry rights, strengthening the poor and marginalized peoples, improving the 

livelihood of the forest dependent communities. Policy advocacy campaign and mass mobilizations 

are key features of FECOFUN. FECOFUN is the largest civil society in Nepal and has largest grass 

roots networking. 

 

Global Alliance of Community Forestry (GACF) is the global network of community forestry users 

group's federation and networks. The main objective of GACF is to strengthen the federation and 

networks of community forestry at different level to establish and protect community forestry rights 

and improve the livelihood of forest dependent communities.

FECOFUN is representation in the national working group on climate change and REDD from civil 

society organization and community forestry users groups. FECOFUN is putting strongly community 

voices from the community perspectives. Forest and rights are inter related. Rights of the 

indigenous, local and forest dependent people should be the center point of climate change and 

forest.
