· Equity: Use information collected with Forms 07, 08, 09, 13 and 14 to assess equity in rights to and benefits from forests in following aspects:
· Between statutory laws and practice (E.g. A right is indicated in the statutory laws but not realized by several or all stakeholders on the ground).

· Per capita forest area by each stakeholder group
