Agenda for the call:
BeRT: 
1. Finalise the participants list: 
· LP and JG noted that both Clea and Thais are unlikely to be able to attend the BeRT meeting. There is a new member of the secretariat, Eleanor, who may be able to join (perhaps as more of an observer), or someone may join via the phone. 

· It would be useful to have the RTAs at the meeting – perhaps someone from each region (Africa, Latin America and SE Asia), mixing the agencies as appropriate. Possible representatives could include Thomas Enters, Joseph, Acki. JG suggested Gabrielle for Latin America. 

· EC noted that it would be a good idea to invite her FAO colleagues who work closely with the regions. 

· It was agreed that whoever represents each region needs to have familiarity with the SEPC and BeRT.
2. Agenda items for the meeting

· It was agreed that it is important that a concept note and preparations for the meeting need to be circulated before next week in order to allow sufficient time prior to the meeting to prepare, and harmonise thoughts/ideas on the scope of the meeting. 
· LP will circulate a brief concept note – (nb. LP away from Tuesday onwards next week). LP and JG to discuss. 
· LP notes that the future of BeRT must focus on the national programme cycle – i.e. where BeRT can be used and in the national reporting template. Clea is currently revising the template, however this is being done now. 
· Another agenda item is to discuss developing a new tool or guidance for applying the SEPC in developing national safeguardsLP needs to leave the BeRT meeting at approx 3.30pm - The possibility of starting the meeting earlier i.e. at 8.30am was raised.  
· Given LP needs to leave early, we need to have clear consensus on next steps as the meeting progresses
· LM notes that it is important that we focus on the objectives and format of the BeRT in this meeting, not the content.
