1. Report back from Oslo – implications to UN-REDD  (Yemi- 15 min)

· UNEP, FAO, UNDP were present… Achim Steiner, Peter Holmgren and Helen Clarke represented the agencies--  Helen Clarke and Achim Steiner spoke at the meeting.
· Excellent turn out 55-60 countries, plus various organizations 

· Partnership agreement was endorsed

· Concerns were raised about how the private sector might be engaged and IP/CSO groups remained concerned they are not engaged enough in the partnership
· Norway and Indonesia signed bilateral arrangement for close to $1 billion the night before the meeting
· The interim partnership agreement references UN-REDD and FCPF to provide Secretariat services (organize meetings, logistical support, development of analysis, reports and a voluntary database)
· From June to December 2010, the co-chairs of the arrangement are PNG and Japan; after that, Brazil and France will be the co-chairs (every six months) which will continue to rotate every six months
· France circulated a proposal to establish a Secretariat; proposal included a budget of 1.3 million euro and expressed intention of contracting UNREDD and FCPF for some services

· We are now under pressure to submit proposal to outline what we could offer

· We will hold a teleconference with Coordination Group to discuss our proposal today

· The creation of a REDD+ database emerged to be the most critical aspect of the partnership. This will be the biggest task to develop it. Countries want to see what funds are there for REDD+; what is the progress in terms of activities etc. But no real discussion on how it will be done. The expectation is that there will be significant progress of the database by COP-16 this December. 
2. Report back from the UN-REDD/Chatham house workshop on monitoring governance safeguards (Peter, Charles -  5 minutes)
· Report will be sent out via email by Estelle
3. Bonn SBSTA (Yemi & Clea -10 minutes)

a. UN-REDD side event: 3 June at 1 pm. Announcement went out on Climate L today; info up on the UN-REDD website by COB today as well.
b. Informal meeting with UN-REDD PB members and observers being organized for the 4th or 5th of June; goal is to provide information to them on intersessional decisions to be taken at end of June; main one being the budget approval for the GP.  It was decided that we will not discuss the proposed criteria for funding new countries but we will solicit their views on the criteria. 
c. Meeting with SBSTA Chair is confirmed for the evening of 3 June. Chair is from Mali; will want to hear about our work in Africa. How we are collaborating with CBFF. 
d. Re: UN-REDD participation in IUCN side event: a bit of a misunderstanding on who is going to be representing UN-REDD at this event on 10 June. Clea will follow up with Nina and Estelle on this. 
4. National programme criteria (Clea – 5 minutes)

· Clea reviewed the decisions taken during the recent National Programmes working group teleconference:

· Meeting to Brazil on 12 July: Clea going from Secretariat, Alberto to participate from FAO, Pierre Yves from UNDP; Gustavo from GEF and FCPF going; UNDP in Brazilia will be invited as well.
· UN-REDD will proceed with mission to Ecuador on 21 June; 
· We will announcement limited funding for 2010 and extend this to countries according to two criteria: a) countries not receiving or in line to receive FCPF support and b) countries that will allow UN-REDD to achieve geographical balance between the three regions. These two criteria are just for this limited funding allocation for 2010. More criteria will be added to allocate funding in 2011. It was decided on the call that we will need a PB approval for this in an intersessional decision in June.

· Re: Country terminology—it has been decided that all countries are “partners” and countries that receive support to national programmes as “Pilots”; it was decided that “members” is too confusing because of the association with PB and “observer” is was not totally appropriate either 
5. Intersessional decision on GP funds  (Tiina – 5 minutes)
· Expecting Norway to transfer $30 million mid June

· We need an intersessional decision at the end of June to allocated $8 million for global program (2 million were already allocated for secretariat funds)
· It was suggested that Friday, 25th of June be the date for the intersessional decision, before the FCPF participants committee meeting begins.
· It was decided that we would mark in GP document that the period of the Programme’s budget is until end of June 2011 unless we hear otherwise.
6. FCPF P6 Meeting Guyana (Yemi -10 minutes)

· Happening 28 June 1 July
· Clea, Tim C and Yemi are attending

· Yemi circulated draft agenda; items of interest for UN-REDD are: On the outcomes of the Oslo Conference; on delivery partnerships; on multilateral coordination on REDD+ linked to POP and broader discussion with GEF and FIP and CBFF
