Agenda

1. Meetings with FCPF and FIP: (Yemi -10 minutes) 

This is a follow up to the resolutions of the governing bodies of the UN-REDD Programme, FCPF and FIP. The first meeting is with FCPF in NY this week, followed by the one with FIP in Washington DC (3-4 May). The meetings will be looking at specific areas of collaboration at the country level, and will explore communication of our collaboration in the lead up to the Oslo meeting.   
UNDP will host the meeting in NY, in UNDP building on the 9th floor.

2. Budget status: (Yemi, Tiina– 10 minutes)

Secretariat has been working with the agencies on the budget. On the Coordination Group teleconference call yesterday, the agencies reached agreement of allocations. The agencies will submit detailed work plans by the end of day today.

Still aiming to get budget to Norway by the end of this month.

3. Reports on meetings from last week (Ravi, Nina, Linda, Clea, 20 minutes)

Bolivia meeting (Nina): World People's Conference on Climate Change and the Rights of Mother Earth 

· Happened last week Tues-Thurs

· Focus on social movements from Latin and North America… 35,000 registered participants

· Nina, was there along with UNDP country team members 
· Lots of UN presenters, strongly represented

· Opening speech was not received well… participants very critical of UN as a whole

· This group does not feel represented by the UN

· UN-REDD  took more of an observer role at the meeting. Met one on one with various representatives

· Forest group put out a statement that made it into the final resolution, rejecting all forms of REDD.

· Bolivian government did not present, or mention partnership with UN-REDD Programme

· In terms of our own Programme in Bolivia, next step is to let dust settle and see what the government decides to do next.

· Right now, it’s official: the paragraph rejecting REDD is the official position of the government.

· Now, Bolivian COP-16 delegation have the mandate to negotiate against REDD

Clea will follow to see what other countries do… will Venezuela, Ecuador follow suit?

· It should be Bolivia’s call to pull out of the UN-REDD Programme, not ours.

4. UNFCC process, meeting in Bonn (Clea 5 minutes)

Clea’s name has been added to the UNDP delegation list already submitted. Decision hasn’t been made yet.

3 June UN-REDD side events: FAO has a side event scheduled for UN-REDD team, covering governance of monitoring, and outcomes of the Chatham House meeting.
Another idea for a side event could be presenting outcomes of this and next week’s meetings with the WB, depending on outcomes.
