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	Training on GHG Inventory Using IPCC Guidelines and Software in Sri Lanka


	TRAINING DETAILS (17 TO 21 February 2014)


In continuation to the UN-REDD programme technical capacity building in Sri Lanka, and Outcome-5: Monitoring and MRV Results for REDD+ Activities Provided; and in line with the Output 5.1: MRV process initiated; activity 5.1.3 (Deliver forest sector capacity training on GHG inventory) was completed by organizing a five day training to enhance the knowledge and practical application of GHG inventory from the LULUCF and Agriculture sector was organized. This covered wide range of topics required for GHG inventory from the sectors.  

To ensure the active participation, relevant government departments were requested for presentations on the activity data preparation, methodology followed for national communication to UNFCCC and difficulties in estimating the GHG inventory. A presentation from the climate change secretariat on the second national communication to the UNFCCC, about its taken institutional arrangements, limits, gaps and further action, was given, which helped in understanding the current technical and methodological limitations, difficulties in data archiving and institutional arrangement. 

Detail topics presented were: Catalogue of data for the LULUCF sector; Objectives of the GHG inventory under the UNFCCC, Reporting principals and guidelines: Transparency, Accuracy, Completeness, Consistency, Comparability; Elements of a GHG Inventory (activity data, emissions and carbon-stock-change factors, uncertainty analysis, key categories analysis, CRF tables, NIR); IPCC methods 1: Consistent Representation of Lands; IPCC methods 2: Carbon Pools; The IPCC emission factor database: Structure and use; Presentation of the data for exercise; National GHG inventory for LULUCF sector; Key elements of the national forest inventory; Linking carbon stock and activity data; National GHG inventory for Forestry Sector in Sri Lanka; REDD+ under the UNFCCC reporting framework; Data compilation: (data quality, data gaps, data consistency, data sources and estimates preparation); (Quality control, quality assurance, Verification) description; Database management and archiving system; National System for GHG Inventory; Experiences and lessons learned from CD-REDD; General  presentation on the agriculture sector; Emissions from soils; GHG emissions from rice and other annual crops; Emissions from livestock and manure management; Introduction to FAOSTAT. 

With the presentation on the CD-REDD project, an introduction to other ongoing activities in the field of capacity building for GHGI could be given.
This training was mainly focused on enhancing the current knowledge and practices followed for GHG inventory in Sri Lanka. Total 33 participants joined the workshop from departments like Forest, Survey, Wildlife Conservation; Central Environment Authority; Climate Change Secretariat; University of Colombo and University of Sri Jayewardenepura; Tea Research Institute; State Timber Corporation and Private Sector.  

This training has helped them in;

· To improve the concept of GHG inventory in LULUCF and Agriculture sector

· Activity data preparation using remote sensing and statistical available data through various channels and its archiving
· Statistical data analysis procedures
· Understanding the institutional arrangements for data mining

· Organizing and utilizing the activity data using IPCC software for GHG inventory.

At the end a training feedbacks were taken and participants acknowledged that this training has improved their knowledge and a follow-up training was requested, which is due in 4th Quarter of 2014.
