ii. To provide targeted capacity building 

b. Many countries once again expressed their desire to join the UN-REDD Programme 

c.        Kevin will be writing a two page summary of the meeting to be submitted to the SBSTA Chair and is expected to become part of the negotiating text   

d. DRC raised concerns about the lack of coordination between UN implementing agencies in the country with respect to financial arrangements. This item led to a lengthy discussion on how we can better organize ourselves at the country level.

f.       Design an approved mechanism for the new products preferably a pooled approach with an agreed management agent for each product

g. Each agency to appraise its management of the challenges and the agreed way forward
