UNFCCC requirements - default and overarching framework, requiring a
national response, under which all subnational approaches have to fit

Any harmonisation of different safeguards frameworks, at different scales,
has to happen in country

Differences between safeguards frameworks can be in terms of content
and process; linking safeguards processes at different scales is challenging

Country approaches to safeguards can accommodate subnational content
and processes

Main operational challenge, in linking national-subnational approaches, is
connecting safeguard monitoring elements at different scales
