· Supporting peer to peer country exchanges – indigenous peoples from different countries directly sharing approaches with each other

· What are the key barriers to effective contribution of local and national stakeholders to regional and international REDD+ processes?

· What are the key barriers to regional and international representatives participation in international REDD+ processes?

· What activities and mechanisms are needed to improve stakeholder engagement in these contexts? Include discussion of how to support the representation of national stakeholders at the international level via the regional Policy Board observer.

· What could be the role of UN-REDD Global, Regional and National staff in supporting this? 
· What could be the role of government counterparts?

Group 3 - Safeguards: Discussion on the implementation of existing international safeguards (e.g., through use of existing guidance such as the FCPF/UN-REDD Programme Guidelines on Stakeholder Engagement; Social and Environmental Principles and Criteria; Guidelines on Free, Prior and Informed Consent).
